Approved Minutes

Steve Barber, chairperson, called the meeting of the Phantom Lakes Management District to order at 7:03 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Carol Fait, Grace Graham, Steve Todd, Steve Verduyn, Waukesha County Representative Karen McNelly and Town of Mukwonago Representative David Dubey.  One resident and one reporter from the Mukwonago Chief were present.

S. Barber acknowledged that the meeting was properly noticed.

Open Forum – There were no comments.

Announcements & Correspondence – S. Barber read the letter received from State Representative Scott Gunderson relating to his appreciation for the continued updates with the current Spring Flow Reports.  The final Sensitive Areas Report has been received from the DNR and will be available on our website.  D. Dubey stated that he is making an appointment to the Fox River Commission and if anyone is interested in the position to contact him.  S. Verduyn commented that the PLMD is a member of WAL and he has personally found that they had not responded to a personal issue that he had sent them that will affect a number of fishermen.  S. Barber and K. McNelly responded that not all issues are agreeable to everyone and the Board will take examine this issue at the next meeting. If the Board disagrees with WAL’s viewpoint on this issue, a letter will then be sent to them on behalf of the PLMD. 
Secretary's Report – K. McNelly made a Motion to approve the minutes from the regular monthly meeting on November 30, 2006, Second by G. Graham, motion carried.
Treasurer's Report - S. Verduyn summarized the Treasurer’s Report. The total bills to be paid were $937.47.  Motion made by C. Fait to approve and pay the bills; second by S. Todd, motion carried.

Well Update – S. Barber presented the Agreement that is proposed between the Village of Mukwonago and the Caines.  The Board discussed various details of this agreement.  The testing is anticipated to be 72 hours or more and at highest possible rate of pumping.  Some of the concerns shared by the Board are that the testing should be at least 72 hours or until a steady state is reached, and the location of where the pumped water from the well testing is going to be diverted, especially if the ground is not frozen.  The Board will be seeking volunteers to have an observation well placed on their own property for comparison.  No date for actual test pumping has been set as of yet.  S. Barber read the letter to Secretary Scott Hasset regarding the potential impact municipal high-capacity wells may have on Wisconsin lakes. Also discussed was the adoption and alterations proposed for NR820 which would give the DNR some control in granting the installation and monitoring of hi-capacity wells around the state.

Lake Monitoring Report – The latest sampling results (11/6/06) have been received.

Harvesting Operations – S. Barber stated that the brakes on the truck are being repaired and the possibility of using it for one more season should be considered.
Swan Update – G. Graham commented that the eradication of Mute Swans is a nationwide issue.  C. Fait acknowledged that she has seen the two Trumpeter Swans swimming harmoniously with a Mute Swan. 

Well Focus Group – S. Barber, S. Todd, D. Dubey and R. Jenks will be keeping in contact with one another and meeting with GZA as deemed necessary.

Septic Maintenance – There were no updates.

Public Well Letters – S. Barber stated that the flyers that were distributed had an error in the email address. It SHOULD read: krgonefishin@yahoo.com, not @hotmail.com.  We apologize for any inconvenience this may have caused.

New Business

Harvesting Charges – S. Barber will be investigating the current rates for weed harvesting lake districts charge their respective municipalities and the PLMD will adjust those rates to all who pay for their harvesting accordingly. 

Border Agreement – D. Dubey displayed the various areas around the lake that are part of the Border Agreement.  This agreement allows only certain properties in the Town of Mukwonago to become part of the Village of Mukwonago. This border agreement will allow a property owner, within this border, to petition the Town of Mukwonago to detach and petition the Village of Mukwonago to be attached and therefore it will help protect the Town from losing its entire tax base by only allowing those within those boundaries to do so.

Spring Monitoring Update – S. Barber notes that the two springs on the NE shore of the Upper Lake are flowing at their best rates ever right now, perhaps due in part to the generous recent rains we have received.

Adoption of Lake Protection Ordinance – The Board discussed the possibility of implementing an ordinance (as has been done at Lake Beulah) to prevent municipal wells from having a detrimental effect on the Phantom Lakes.  Concern was shared by several Board members that this Ordinance should be drafted immediately and the possibility of having a meeting to do so before the monthly meeting on January 25th. 

At 8:34pm D. Dubey moved to adjourn, second by S. Verduyn, motion carried.
Next Meeting - The board will meet Tuesday, January 9, 2007 at the Mukwonago Town Hall.
