REGULAR MEETING

January 25, 2007

Approved Minutes

Steve Barber, chairperson, called the meeting of the Phantom Lakes Management District to order at 7:00 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Grace Graham, Steve Todd, Steve Verduyn, and Waukesha County Representative Karen McNelly.  Town of Mukwonago Representative David Dubey arrived at 7:07 pm and Carol Fait was excused.  There were no residents present.

S. Barber acknowledged that the meeting was properly noticed.

Open Forum – There were no comments.

Announcements & Correspondence – S. Barber announced the Conservation Lobby Day will be held on February 21st in Madison.  On February 24th there will be the Southern Wisconsin Regional Lakes Workshop sponsored by the Wisconsin Association of Lakes at WCTC in Pewaukee.

Secretary's Report – S. Todd made a Motion to approve the minutes from the regular monthly meeting on December 28, 2006, Second by S. Verduyn, motion carried.  S. Verduyn made a Motion to approve the minutes from the extra meeting on January 9, 2006, with correction.  Second by K. McNelly, motion carried.

Treasurer's Report - S. Verduyn summarized the Treasurer’s Report. The total bills to be paid were $2766.70 and total deposits of $26,835.28.  Motion made by G. Graham to approve and pay the bills; second by S. Todd, motion carried.

Well Update – S. Barber presented a letter he would like send to Frank Fuja (WDNR) concerning the Municipal Well at the Caine property.  The Board discussed the letter in detail and made several revisions.  Motion made by S. Verduyn to send the revised letter to Mr. Fuja with GZA’s examination of such a letter first.  Second by G. Graham, motion carried.  The Board also discussed the reciprocal Agreement, between the Village of Mukwonago and the Village of East Troy, for the sharing of Municipal Water, which allows each community to sell water to one another.  

Harvesting Operations – S. Barber stated the brakes on the truck have been repaired and is in storage.  The Board discussed the cost of recent repairs to the truck and will use it for another season; however they will continue to search for a newer truck.  The Board discussed the letter that they will use to notify those whose harvesting rates may increase, with continued discussion at the next meeting.
Swan Update – G. Graham and K. McNelly both commented that they had attended the DNR Hearing on January 24th and both of them were surprised by the DNR’s compromise at the end of the meeting.  The Mute Swan control policy was still in effect but would allow a person in certain counties (including Phantom Lakes) to adopt a Mute Swan as long as they are sterilized, banded and pinioned, with the cost being paid the adopter and with the condition that a Mute Swan can not interfere with the nesting or breeding of any trumpeter swan.

Well Focus Group – S. Barber stated all is going well and the Board discussed the pumping test protocols and recommendation as it relates to the proposed Village of Mukwonago water supply well on the Caine property.

Spring Monitoring Update – Pete Kumlien is continuing the spring flow testing and the website will be updated with the new information.

Adoption of Lake Protection Ordinance – The Board critiqued The Phantom Lake Protection Ordinance – Prohibiting the Net Transfer of Groundwater and Surface Water from Upper Phantom Lake Hydrologic Basin.  S. Todd wanted it made clear to the public that this ordinance relates to the effect of the Municipal Wells (not Residential Wells) on the Phantom Lakes.  G. Graham made a Motion to adopt the Ordinance with revisions; second by S. Verduyn, motion carried with no opposition.  Ordinance will be published with copies sent to Village of Mukwonago, Town of Mukwonago, and Waukesha County.

New Business

WAL Issue – S. Verduyn commented that the PLMD approved an expense to a WAL Membership which is an organization that is supporting a legislative change (NR 20.40) that would have a major impact on Tournament Fishing and local businesses.   He asked the Board for their support in sending a letter to WAL and Representative Scott Gunderson.  The Board asked S. Verduyn to draft such a letter and that the Board can critique at the next meeting.

Clarify Lake Protection Fund on Budget – Due to the clarification of the amount of funds needed, the topic was tabled until the next meeting.

At 9:39 pm K. McNelly moved to adjourn, second by D. Dubey, motion carried.
