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Approved Minutes

Steve Barber, chairperson, called the meeting of the Phantom Lakes Management District to order at 7:00 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Carol Fait, Grace Graham, and Town of Mukwonago Representative David Dubey.  Steve Todd, Steve Verduyn, and Waukesha County Representative Karen McNelly were excused.  One resident and one reporter from the Mukwonago Chief were present.

S. Barber acknowledged that the meeting was properly noticed.

Open Forum – There were no comments.

Discussion & Potential Adoption of Lake Protection Ordinance – The Board discussed Ordinance No. 2006-3, namely An Ordinance Prohibiting the Net Transfer of Groundwater and Surface Water from Lake District Hydrologic Basin that Lake Beulah has implemented.  The Board agreed that a similar ordinance tailored for the PLMD might offer protection for our Lake.  The main concern is that if water is extracted from a hi-capacity well adjacent to our Lake and used by Village residents, that the water would eventually exit the local watershed via the Mukwonago & Fox Rivers without replenishing the local aquifer which may, in turn, deny an influx of water from the springs that provide fresh lake water.  C. Fait made a Motion to authorize S. Barber to contact environmental attorney Bill Scott from Dewitt Ross & Stevens to have an ordinance drafted to accommodate the PLMD’s concerns with a total cost not to exceed $1,600.00.   Second by Graham, motion carried.

At 7:21pm D. Dubey moved to adjourn, second by G. Graham, motion carried.
